For the defeat of the NSW Abortion Bill

2. Mary flees into Egypt with Jesus and Joseph (Mt. 2: 13-14)

When Jesus saw his mother, and 
the disciple whom he loved standing near, he said to his mother, “Woman, 
behold, your son!” Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother!” And 
from that hour the disciple took her to his own home.

Now in the place where he was crucified there 
was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb where no one had ever been 
laid. So because of the Jewish day of Preparation, as the tomb was close at 
hand, they laid Jesus there.
